Understanding Church Membership/ We 
Are Family Cont’d

ROMANS 12:4-8
4-6 In this way we are like the various parts of a human body. Each part gets its meaning from 

the body as a whole, not the other way around. The body we’re talking about is Christ’s body of 
chosen people. Each of us finds our meaning and function as a part of his body. But as a 

chopped-off finger or cut-off toe we wouldn’t amount to much, would we? So since we find 
ourselves fashioned into all these excellently formed and marvelously functioning parts in 

Christ’s body, let’s just go ahead and be what we were made to be, without enviously or 
pridefully comparing ourselves with each other, or trying to be something we aren’t.

6-8 If you preach, just preach God’s Message, nothing else; if you help, just help, don’t take 
over; if you teach, stick to your teaching; if you give encouraging guidance, be careful that you 
don’t get bossy; if you’re put in charge, don’t manipulate; if you’re called to give aid to people 
in distress, keep your eyes open and be quick to respond; if you work with the disadvantaged, 

don’t let yourself get irritated with them or depressed by them. Keep a smile on your face.

EPHESIANS 2:19 MSG
That’s plain enough, isn’t it? You’re no longer wandering 
exiles. This kingdom of faith is now your home country. 

You’re no longer strangers or outsiders. You belong here, 
with as much right to the name Christian as anyone. God is 
building a home. He’s using us all – irrespective of how we 

got here – in what he is building.

The Essence of 
Community in Church

• People with stronger social 
bonds have a 50% increased 
likelihood of survival than 
those who have fewer social 
connections.

• Social connection can help 
prevent serious illness and 
outcomes, like:

Heart disease
Stroke
Dementia
Depression and anxiety



Building Community

• Create welcoming environments 
for all members, regardless of 
background or status.

• Facilitate Bible studies and 
fellowship events to foster 
relationships.

• Encourage acts of service and 
outreach to the broader 
community.



Impact of Church 
Community

• Strengthens faith and 
spiritual maturity through 
mutual encouragement and 
accountability.

• Provides a sense of 
belonging and identity rooted 
in Christ.

• Enables collective efforts for 
mission and ministry, both 
locally and globally.
